Arai-cho retains the atmosphere of an Edo period
post station town. The Arai Sekisho is the only
existing Sekisho (checkpoint) in Japan. It was
established by the order of leyasu Tokugawa. As
part of a preservation maintenance plan, it is
currently undergoing excavation and restoration
of its historic building, allowing a wide range of
people to know the history of this place.
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
